Description

Rockfon System VertiQ T24 A Wall consists of 40 mm thick

Rockfon® VertiQ® A24 wall panels. It is installed using J-channel and
standard 38 mm deep T24 cross tees and intermediate profiles are
fastened directly to the wall using T fixing brackets and supporting

brackets (when needed).

Rockfon VertiQ A24 panels have a durable woven surface and are
available in 4 colours (white, grey, light grey and black). The panels of
Rockfon System VertiQ T24 A Wall are easily demountable.

Restrictions

Rockfon System VertiQ T24 A Wall is not an impact resistant wall
solution. Rockfon VertiQ A panels have superior impact resistance,
however they are not recommended in areas subjected to regular

impact.

Rockfon System VertiQ T24 A Wall is not recommended in swimming

pools due to the risk of corrosion.

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Installation requirements

During and after the grid installation, it is important to check that
the T profiles are perfectly aligned horizontally. A maximum level
difference of +/- 1 mm is recommended between the profiles. This
tolerance is valid for all directions. Use mounting screws/methods
appropriate for the wall material. Ensure that the wall is smooth and
level. Any levelling correction must be done before any installation
begins.

40 mm deep J-channel and 38 mm deep T24 tees as intermediate
vertical and horizontal profiles are used. J-channel are fastened with
screws, together with SMF clips where needed. For multiple-panel
installations, both horizontal and vertical T24 intermediate profiles
clip into place using T fixing brackets mounted directly to the wall.
Supporting brackets are also required for multiple-height or off-floor/

baseboard installations. Total installation depth is 43 mm.

Minimum installation depth (mm)

Panels mounted in Rockfon System VertiQ T24 A Wall give full
demountability.

The installation depth is defined as the distance from the front side
of the panel to the wall substrate. D represents the exact installation

depth that allows for easy panel installation and demounting.

The bottom J-channel, which is used for multiple-height installations,
rests on the floor or baseboard. Use a M-4 mm measure between the
bottom J-channel and first horizontal T24 intermediate profiles. This
ensures that the Rockfon VertiQ top edges are properly covered by
the T24 front capping. All further vertical levels will use standard M

measure distance.

Supporting bracket - these provide the required support to the
panels within a multiple height or off-floor/baseboard installation.
They are mounted so the underside is 4 mm above the module axis
line (which the T fixing bracket channels are centred on) so the panels

can rest upon them (see the diagram on page 6).

SMF clip - for use when the top J-channel needs to be installed last,

offering demountability.

Important

¢ Use mounting screws/methods
appropriate for the wall material.

¢ Use a sharp-bladed saw to carefully
achieve neat corner joints.

® Placing an internal support, e.g. 40 mm
thick wood block, inside the J-channel
will reduce bending / damage when
cutting.

e Use supporting brackets to support
multi-height installation panels and
bottom J-channel not resting on the

floor/base support.

For off-floor installations, consideration
should be given to using a scuff-resistant
skirting or base support between the floor
and bottom J-channel. This will reduce
the likelihood of damage from shoes,
luggage, vaccuum cleaners or other floor-
level risks and help avoid ball or human
contact with any low-lying J-channel

corners.
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2. T fixing brackets and supporting brackets
T fixing brackets and supporting brackets are required to:

 Prevent accidental removal of intermediate profiles.

* Provide enough support for each panel separately in multiple-
height installations.

* Make a secure yet demountable installation — intermediate profiles
can be removed from their T fixing brackets, as long as their

positions are known.

2.1 Placement of all T fixing brackets and supporting brackets should be
measured out and mounted before any panel installation begins. Doing
so will greatly reduce installation time. Ensure that all brackets line up
— T fixing brackets’ channel on the module axis, supporting brackets’
underside 4 mm above it.

Remember to follow recommended guidelines for quantity and
positioning of both T fixing brackets and supporting brackets.

Important

Creating a demountable solution depends on knowing where all

the T fixing brackets are located after installation is completed.

An installation diagram clearly showing the positions of all T fixing
brackets should be made and archived. This will enable easy location

of these components for any subsequent maintenance.
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3. Wall panels
These instructions cover both single and multiple-height installations.
For multiple-height installations, the terms ‘upper’ and 'lower’ refer

respectively to the uppermost and lowermost panels.

Start installing Rockfon VertiQ wall panels working inward from the
outside / perimeter panels, both left and right. Ensure that all outside
/ perimeter panel edges are securely under their J-channels.

As outside / perimeter panels are installed, cover their horizontal
joints with 38 mm deep tees cut to exactly M-12 mm (see diagram on

page 14). This secures the panel enough to continue safely working

inward.

3.1 Angle an ‘upper’ panel into the top J-channel, then flat against the wall.
Ensure there is sufficient trim overlapping the panel top, then slide it
carefully into the vertical J-channel.

3.3 Angle a ‘lower’ panel into the bottom J-channel, then flat against the wall.
Slide it carefully into the vertical J-channel.

3.2 The bottom of all multiple-height installation panels should rest securely
on their supporting bracket(s) — see diagram on page 9.

3.4 When required, remember to use supporting brackets mounted inside the
bottom J-channel.

3.5 Install any intermediate panels, working from the uppermost to lowermost
side of the panel. They should sit securely in place via supporting
bracket(s) and the J-channel - see diagram on page 6.

3.6 Cover the horizontal joints between panels by clicking T24 profiles into
the T fixing brackets, then slide it carefully under the J-channel edge.
These horizontal tees must be cut to an exact dimension of M-12 mm.
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3.7 External corner — two vertical J-channels are fastened to each other every 3.8 Internal corner — one vertical J-channel is mounted at a distance of 40 mm
300 mm and 30 mm from each end. Also, every 300 mm the wall-mounted from the corner, where a 25 mm wide-edge is affixed to the wall every 300
J-channel is fixed with the 25 mm wide-edge to the wall. mm. This allows a Rockfon VertiQ panel to slide into the corner behind it.

3.9 J-channel finishing around a door or window should always be done with 3.10 Cover all remaining horizontal joints between panels by clicking
J-channel mounted with a 25 mm wide-edge to the wall, affixed every 300 T24 profiles into the T fixing brackets. Horizontal profiles should be
mm and 30 mm from all ends. To minimize panel waste, measure and cut cut to an exact dimension of M-12 mm. Ensure the outer ends of the
carefully while ensuring adequate J-channel overlap. horizontal tees are covered by the J-channels.

Important
The standard locking connectors at each end of a T24 profile are not
needed when installing Rockfon VertiQ A24 in Rockfon System T. Do

not include them in any measurements, simply cut them off.

3.11 Install all remaining intermediate panels as described on page 9, working
from the top downwards. During installation, cover all horizontal joints
with T24 profiles by clicking them into the T fixing brackets. When the
entire installation is fitted with Rockfon VertiQ panels, the final step is
covering all the vertical joints with long tees clicked into T fixing brackets
(see next section).

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4. Vertical intermediate profiles

4.1 When the entire surface is covered with wall panels, cover all the vertical
joints with long T24 profiles clicked into the T fixing brackets. These
vertical tees must be cut to an exact length of M-12 mm, where M is
the installation height. Ensure the ends of all horizontal tees are
covered by the vertical tees, and that both ends of the vertical tees are
sufficiently covered by the top and bottom J-channels. Use additional T
fixing brackets to connect vertical profile extensions when required.

4.2 All Rockfon VertiQ A panels and tees installed.
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General installation recommendations

Panels
It is recommended to use clean nitrile or PU coated gloves when
mounting Rockfon” panels in order to avoid finger prints and

pollution of the surface.
For an optimised work environment, we recommend installers always

observe common work practices and follow the installation advice as

shown on our packaging.

Tools

Cutting is made easily with a sharp knife. All offcuts and holes must

be treated according to local Building Regulations.

Note! Certain smooth matt surfaces are directional. To ensure
consistency of the finished ceiling, it is important that all panels are
mounted in one direction, as indicated by the arrow printed on the

back of each panel.
